The position of All America Coordinator was created in 2007 to facilitate collecting and publishing NISCA’s All America 
lists. The list were originally created from paper applications. All America Chairs had to read some interesting handwriting 
and enter all data by hand, resulting in misspelled names and misdirected certificates. All America Diving judging was also 
done manually, including scoring, calculations, and data input. After 2007 NISCA began online applications for the All Amer-
ica programs.  Dick Farnsworth and International Sports Timing, working hand-in-hand with AA Diving Chair Don Mason, 
transitioned us to state-of-the-art diving judging consoles and computer calculation of scores. Over the years software was 
improved and Swimming, Academic and Scholar Team applications also went online. The AA Chairs, with Dick Farnsworth, 
were instrumental in making the process easier for coaches. In 2019 we added Water Polo to the online process. The process 
used in water polo took extra work and much input from our Water Polo Chair, Bryan Weaver. I am proud to say that in 2019-
20 we added Para Swimming to our All America programs. 
 
The last two years have been challenging for everyone. Delayed and cancelled seasons have wreaked havoc on the lives of 
high school athletes, their parents and coaches. However, now is the time for celebration of the athletic and academic achieve-
ments of the swimmers, divers and water polo players who appear in this 2020-21 All America Edition of the NISCA Journal.   
These are the best student-athletes in the country!  This recognition affords a sense of pride, not only for those whose names 
grace the pages of the commemorative issue, but for those who helped in the journey.  We know that celebrating these student
-athletes’ successes provides powerful motivation to both individuals and teams and sets the table for future success.  
 
NISCA has been awarding All America honors for over 80 years. So, whether they are the first All America recipient from 
their school, or the latest in a long line, the athletes who earned those honors will become legendary at their respective 
schools.  There is nothing like walking onto a pool deck that displays their NISCA All America Awards in a place of promi-
nence.  The certificates serve as reminders of the great performances that were achieved in the pool and classroom.  They are 
also motivators for future student-athletes to strive for every day.

Lydia Jacoby of Seward High School was the 100-meter breaststroke 
gold medalist and placed second on our All America list in the 100-yard breaststroke. There are countless Olympians who 
have been NISCA All Americans. 
 
Other NISCA All Americans who are Tokyo Olympians are  butterflier Torri Huske who won a Silver Medal as a member for 
the USA 4 x 100 Medley Relay and  Hailey Hernandez who was 9th in 3 Meter Diving.  
 
Again, thank you to Dick Farnsworth of IST for all his work on every aspect of the NISCA All America program.  The All 
America Chairs worked extremely hard to help coaches and athletes during this past year, and deserve recognition for their 
efforts.  These are volunteers who in most cases have full-time teaching and coaching jobs: Mark Jedow (Girls Swim and Pa-
ra), Tim Sirois (Boys Swim) Don Mason (Diving), Bryan Weaver (Water Polo) and Marney Shirley (Academic and Scholar 
Team).  The chairs all relied on Eve Julian (webmaster) and Annette Thies (membership) to help resolve issues throughout the 
year, thank you Eve and Annette!

The #2 ranked swimmer on the event list on the following page has her sights set on being #1 and breaking the National High 
School record next year. Seward High (AK) High School’s Lydia Jacoby continued her pursuit of high goals at the Olympic 
Trials, made the Tokyo Olympic squad for the USA, and brought home a gold medal in the 100-meter breaststroke. With an-
other year of high school left, she has verbally committed to The University of Texas for the Class of 2026, and has really 
brought the spotlight to Alaska Swimming. We’re sharing excerpts from an excellent and in-depth story in her own high school 
newspaper, “SHS Today”, by Kylie Mullaly. 

(From December 2020) 

As Jacoby conƟnues breaking records, succeeding at 
championship meets, and qualifying for this summer’s 
Olympic trials, she has entered the realm of college re-
cruitment. At least 40 schools contacted her. SƟll unsure 
of what she was looking for, Jacoby was “very nervous 
about missing out, so I actually ended up talking to al-
most all of them at least once.”  

Jacoby said she felt honored to be desired by so many 

schools and see her hard work pay off. However, the 

process was very stressful for a barely sixteen-year-old. 

“Although the process is really cool and I’m beyond 

grateful for it, deciding my path for the next 6 years is a 

lot to be asked to do,” said Jacoby. “It’s also tough to 

build such a strong connecƟon with so many people and 

have to just cut it off when you eliminate the school,” 

she added. “It’s like some sort of breakup and com-

miƫng is the marriage.” 

In her final year at Seward High School, Jacoby hopes 

to break the naƟonal high school record in the 100 SCY 

(short course yards) breaststroke. She will also focus 

on improving her 200 breaststroke and rounding off 

another event to swim in college. “Seward High School 

has always been so supporƟve of what I am doing both 

academically and athleƟcally,” says Jacoby. “The staff 

always goes out of their way to make opportuniƟes for 

me even in our small town. Also, I’ve grown up swim-

ming in Seward so the same friends, coaches, and 

community have been with me all the way through my 

athleƟc career.”
